2.4 “Purchasing Divisicn” means the West Virginia Department of Administration, Purchasing Division,

2.5 “Purchase Order” means the document signed by the Agency and the Purchasing Division, and approved as to form by the
Altorney General, that identifics the Vendor as the succcssfirl bidder and Contract holder. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the
Purchasing Division’s signature and approval by the Attomey General’s offics as to form may st be required on a Purchase Order for
certsin agency delegated purchases.

2.6 “Solicitation” mcans the official solicitation issucd by the Agency.
2.7 5tate” means the State of West Virginia and/or any of its agencies, commissions, boards, ste. as context requires.

2.8 “Vendor” or “Vendors™ means any entity submitting a bid in response to the Solicitation, the entity that has been selected as the
lowest responsible bidder, or the eatity that has becn awarded the Contract as gantext requircs.

3. PRICING: The pricing sct forth herein is firm for the life of the Contract, unless spocified slsewhere within this Selicitation/Contract by the
State. A Vendor’s inclusion of price adjustzacnt provisions int its bid, without an express autherization from the State in the Solicitation to do so,
may result jn bid disqualification.

4. NOTICE TO PROCEED: The Vendor shall begin performance of this Contract immediately upon receiving notice Lo procsed. Unless
otherwise specified, the fully executed Purchase Order will be considered notice to proceed.

5. EMERGENCY PURCHASES: The Porchasing Division Dircctor may authorize the Agency to purchase goods or services in the open
market that Vendor would otherwise provide under this Contract if those goods or aervices are for immediate or expedited delivery in an
cmergeney. Emergencies shall include, bat are not limited to, delays in transportation or an unanticipated increase in the volume of work. An
cmergency purchase in the open market, appraved by the Purchasing Division Dircctor, shall not constitute of breach of this Contract and shall
ot entitle the Vendor to any form of compensation or damages. This provision docs nol excusc the State from fulfilling its obligations under a
One Tirze Purchasc contract.

6. ALTERNATES: Any modct, brand, or specification disted horein establishes the acoeplable tevel of quality anly and is not intended to reflect
a preference for, or in any way favor, a pastioular brané or vendor. Vendors may bid aliemnates to a listed model or brand provided that the
alternate is at least cqual to the model or brand and complics with ihe required specifications. The cquality of any altermate being bid shall be
determined by the State al its sole discretion. Any Veador bidding an alternate model or brand should cisarly identify the alternate items in its bid
and should include manufacturer’s specifications, industry litcrature, and/or any other relevant documentztion derm onsirating the cquality of the
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alternate items. Failure to provide information for alternate items may be grounds for rejcotion of a Vendor's bid.

7. EXCEPTIONS AND CLARIFICATIONS: The Solicitation contains the specifications [hat shali form the basis of @ contractual sgrocment.

18 FUNDING: This Contraoct shall continue for the term stated herein, contingent upon funds being appropriated by the Legisiature or otherwise
being made available, In the event funds are not appropriated or otherwise made available, this Contrast besomes void and of ne effect beginning
on July 1 of the fiscal yoar for which funding has not been appropriated or otherwise made available,

11 PAYMENT: Payment in advance is prohibited under this Contract. Payment may only be made after the dolivery and accoptance of goods or
services. The Vendor shall submit invoices, in arrears, to the Agency at the address o the face of the purchase order labeled “Invoice To.*

12. UNIT PRICE: Unit prices shall prevail in cases of a discropancy in the Vendor's bid.

13. DELIVERY: All quotations arc considercd freight on board destination (“F.O B. destination”™) unless alternate shipping terms are clearty
identified in the bid. Vendor’s listing of shipping terms that contradiet. the shipping terms expressly required by this Solicitation may result in bid
disgualification,

{4. INTEREST: Intorest attributable to late payment will only be permitted if anthorized by the West Virginia Code. Presontly, there is no
provision in the law for interest on late payments.

15. PREFERENCE: Vendor Prefercnce may enly be granted spon written request and only in accordance with the West Virginia Code §
3A-3-37 and the West Virginia Code of Statc Rules. A Resident Vendor Certification form lias been attached hereto to allow Vendor to apply for
the preference. Vendor™s fathure (0 submit the Resident Vendor Certification form with its bid will respit in denial of Vesdar Preference, Vendor
Preference does not apply to construction projests.

19. WAIVER OF MINOR IRREGULARITIES: The Dircctor reserves the right to waive minor irregularities in bids or s pesifications in
accordancs with Wesl Virginia Cede of State Rules § 148-1-4.6.
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20. TEME: Timg is of the essence with regard {o all malters of time and performance in this Confract.

21. APPLICABLE LAW: This Contract is govemned by and interprated under West Virginiz law witheut giving effect to its choice of law
principles. Any information provided in specification manuels, or any other source, verbal or written, which contradicts or violates the West
Virginia Constitation, West Virginia Code or West Virginia Code of State Rules is void and of no effect.

22. COMPLIANCE: Vendor shalt comply with all applicable federal, state, and focai laws, repulstions and ordinances. By submitting a bid,
Vendors acknowledge that they have reviewed, undorstand, and will comply with all applicable taw.

23. PREVAILING WAGE: On any contract for the sonstrction of a public impravement, Vendor and any suhoontractors utilized by Vendor
shatl pay 2 ratc or rates of wages which shall not be less than the fair minimum rate or rates of wages (prevailing wage), as sstablished by the
West Virginia Division of Labor under West Virginia Code §§ 21-5A-1 ¢t seq. and available at

25. MODIFICATIONS: This writing is the parties® final cxpression of intent. Notwithstanding anything contained in this Contrast to the
contrary, no modification of this Contract shall be binding without mutual writicn consent of the Agency, and the Vendor, with approvat of the
Purckasing Division and the Attorney General's office (Attorney General approval is as to form only). No Change shall be implemented by the
Vendor until such time as the Vendor receives an approved written change order from the Purchasing Division. Notwithstanding the foregoing,
Purchasing Division and Attorney General approval may or may not be required on certain agency delegsted or exempt purchases, In the event
that Purchasing Divizion approval is not required, change orders will be received from the Agoney.

28. ASSIGNMENT: Neither this Contract nor any monies dus, of ta becoms dus hercunder, may be assipned by the Vendor without the sxpress
written consent of the Agency, the Purchasing Division, the Atterney General’s offisc (as to form only), and any other govemment agency or
office that may be required to approve such assignments, Notwithstanding the forcgoing, Purchasing Division approval may or may nat be
required on certain sgensy delegated or sxempt purchascs.

23. WARRANTY: The Vendor expressly warrants that the goods and/or services covered by this Contract will: (a) conform to the
speoifications, drawings, samples, or other description fumished or specified by the Agency; (b) be merchantable and {it for the purposc intended,
and (¢} be free from defect in material and workmanship.

30. STATE EMPLOYEES: State employses are not pemmitted to ulilize this Contract for personal use and the Vendor is prohibited from
permitting or facilitating the same.

31. BANKRUPTCY: In the event the Vendor files for bankruptey protestion, the State of West Virginiz may deem this Contract null and void,
and terminate this Contract without notice,

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33. CONFIDENTIALITY: The Vendor agrees that it will not disclose to anyene, dirsctly or inditcctly, any such personally identifiable
information or other confidential information gained from the Agency, unless the individual who is the subject of the information vonsents to the
dizelosure in writing or the disclosure is rade pursuant to the Agency’s policies, procedures, and rulcs. Vendar further agrecs to comply with the
Confidentiality Policies and Infonmation Scourity Accountability Requirements, sef forth in

34. DISCLOSURE: Vendor's response to the Solicitation and ihe resulting Contract are considered public docoments and will be disclosed to
the public in accordance with the laws, nsles, and policies govemning the West Virginia Purchasing Division, Those laws include, but are not
limited to, the Frsedom of Information Act found in West Virginia Code § 29B-1-1 et scq.

If a Vendor considers any part of its bid ta be exempt from pubtic disclosure, Yendor must so indicate by =pesifically identifying the exempt
infarmation, identifying the exemption that applics, providing 2 detuiled ustification for the exemption, segregating the exempt information from
the general bid information, and submitting the exempt information us part of its bid but in a segregated and clearly identifiabls format. Failure
to comply with the foregoing requirements will result in public disclosure of the Vendor’s bid withont further notice. A Vendor’s act of marking
all or nearly all of its bid as exempt is not sufficient to avoid discipsure and WILL NOT RE HONORED.

37. VENDOR CERTIFICATIONS: By signing its bid or entering into this Contraoct, Vendor certifics (1) that its hid was made without prior
vaderstanding, agrcement, o7 conneetton with ary corporation, fin, limited iability company, partnership, person or entily submitting 2 bid for
the same material, supplies, equipment or services; (2) that its hid s in alf respoets fair and without collusion or fraud: (3) that this Contract is
accepied or entered into without any prior understanding, agreenzent, or conncetion to any other enfity that could be considered a violation of law,
and (4) that it has reviewed this RFQ in its entirety; understands the requirements, teons and eonditions, and other information cumtainod
herein, Vendor's signature on its bid also affirms that neither it nor its representativies have any interest, nor shail acquirc any interest, dirsct or
indireet, which would eompromise the performance of its services hereunder, Any such interests shall be promptly presented in detail to the
Agency.

The Vendor as an independent contractor is solely
linble for the acts and omisstans of its employees and agents. Vendor shall be responsible for selecting, supervising, and compensating any and all
individeals cmployed pursuant to the Lerms of this Solicitation and resulting coniract. Neither the Vendor, nor any employees or subcontractors of
the Vendor, shall be deomed to be employses of the State for any purpose whatsoever. Vendor shall be exclusively responsible for payment of
employees and contractors for all wages and salarses, taxes, withholding payments, penaltics, feos, fringe benefits, professiona! liability insuranoe
premiums, contributions to ingurance and pension, or other deferred compensation plans, including but not limited to, Workers® Compensation
and Social Security obligations, licensing fees, ete. and the filing of all necessary documents, forms and returns pertinent to all of the foregoing.

41, PURCHASING AFFIDAVIT: In ascordance wilh West Virginia Code § 5A-3-10a, alf Vendors are required to sign, notarize, and submit
the Purchasing Affidavit stating thal neither the Vendor nor a relaied party owe a debt to the State in excess of $1,000. The affidavit must be
submitied prior to award, but should he submitted with the Vendor’s bid, A copy of the Purchasing Affidavit is included herewith.

42 CONFLICT OF INTEREST: Vendor, its offtcors or members or employees, shall not presently have or acquire any interest, direct or
indirect, which would conflict with er compromise the performance of its obligations hereunder. Vendor shall periodically inquire of its afficers,
members and employeos to ensure that a confliot of interest docs aot arise. Any conflict of inferest discovered shall be promptly presented in
detail to the Agency.

The State reserves the right to prohibit 2 service provider’s employecs from accessing sensitive or critical information or Lo be present at the
Capitol complex based upon results addressed from a criminal background cheok.

44. PREFERENCE FOR USE OF BDOMESTIC STEEL PRODUCTS: Except when suthorized by the Director of the Purchasing Iivision
pursuant to W. Va. Code § 5A-3-56, no contractor may use or supply steel products for a State Contract Projoct other than those stee] products
made in the United States. A contraator who uses steel products in violation of this section may be subject to civil penalties pursuant to W. Va.
Code § 5A-3-56. As used in this section:

a. "State Contract Projeot” means any erection or construction of, or any addition to, alteration of or other improvement to any
building or structure, including, but not limited to, roads or highways, or the installation of any heating or zooling or ventilating plants
or other equipment, or the supply of and materisls for such projects, pursuant to a contrzet with the State of West Virginia for which
bids were solicited on or after June 6, 2001.
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b. “Steei Products” means products rolled, formed, shaped, drawn, xtruded, forged, cast, fabricated or otherwise similarly processed,
or progessed by a combination of two or more or such operations, from stgel made by the open heath, basic oxygen, clectric furnace,
Bessemer or other steel making procesa.

The Purchaging Division Director may, in writing, authorize the use of forcign steel products if;

a. The gost for cach conteact item uscd does not exceed one tenth of one percent (1%} of the tota] contract cost or two thousand five
hundred dollars (32,500.00), whichever is greater. For the purposes of this section, the cost is the value of the steel product as
delivered to the project; or

b. The Direclor of the Purchaaing Division determines thal specifiod steel materials are not produced m the United States in sufficient
quantity or otherwise arc nol reasonably available to meet contrsct requirements.

45, PREFERENCE FOR USE OF DOMESTIC ALUMINUM, GLASS, AND STEEL: In Accordance with W. Va. Code §5-19-1 ctseq,,
and W. Va. CSR § [48-10-1 et scq,, for every contract or suboontract, subject to the limitations contained herein, for the construction,
reconstroction, alieration, repair, improvement or maintenance of pubiitc works or for the purchase of any item of machinery or equipment to be
used at sites of pablic works, only domestic aluminum, glass or steel products shall be supplied unless the spending officer determines, in writing,
after the receipt of offers or bids, (1) that the cost of domestic aluminum, glass or steel products is unreasonable or inconsistent with the peblic
intercst of the State of West Virginia, (2) that domestic aluminum, glass or stes] produsts are net produced in sufficient quanditics to meet the
conlract requirements, or {3) the available domestic alumitum, glass, or steel do not meet the qoniract specifications. This provision only applics
to public works contracts awarded in an areount more than fifty thousand dollars (850,008} or public works contracts that require more than ter
thousand pounds of steel products.

‘The cost of domestic aluminum, glass, or steel products may be unreasonabic if the cost is more than twenty percent (20%) of the bid or offercd
price for foreign made slominum, glass, or steel producis. If the domestic aluminum, glass or steel products to bs supplied or prodaced in a
“wubstantial labor surplus area™, as defined by the United States Departmont of Labor, the cost of domestic aluminam, glass, or steel products may
be unreasonable if the cost is more than thirty persent (30%) of the bid or offered price for foreign made aluminum, glass, or steel products.

This preference shall bo applied {o an item of machitery or cquipment, as indieatcd above, when the item is a single unit of equipment or
machinery manufactured primarily of aluminum, glass or steel, is part of a public works contract and has ths sole purpose or of being a permancnt
part of a single public works project. This provision does not apply to equipment or machinery purchased by a spending unit for use by that
spending unit and not as part of 4 single public works projest.

All bids and offers including domestic sluminum, glass or steel products that exoced bid or offer prices including foreign aluminum, glass or steel
products after application of the preferences provided in this provision may be redaced to a price cqual to or lower than the lowest bid or offer
price for foreign aluminuim, glass or steet products plus the applicable preference. I the reduced bid or offer prices are made in writing and
supersede the prior bid or offer prices, all bids or offets, including the reduced bid or offer prices, will be reevaluated in accordance with this rule.

1. REVIEW DOCUMENTS THOROUGHLY: The attached documents contain a solicitation
for bids. Please read these instructions and all documents attached in their entirety. These
instructions provide critical information about requirements that if overlooked could lead to
disqualification of a Vendor’s bid. All bids must be submitted in accordance with the
provisions contained in these instructions and the Solicitation. Failure to do so may result in
disqualification of Vendor’s bid.

2. MANDATORY TERMS: The Solicitation may contain mandatory provisions identified by
the use of the words “must,” “will,” and “shall.” Failure to comply with a mandatory term in
the Solicitation will result in bid disqualification.

3. BID SUBMISSION: All bids must be submitted electronically through wvOASIS or signed
and delivered by the Vendor to the Agency on or before the date and time of the bid opening.
Any bid received by the Agency staff is considered to be in the possession of the Agency and
will not be returned for any reason.

4. ADDENDUM ACKNOWLEDGEMENT: Changes or revisions to this Solicitation will be
made by an official addendum issued by the Agency. Vendor should acknowledge receipt of
all addenda issued with this Solicitation by completing an Addendum Acknowledgment
Form, a copy of which is included herewith. Failure to acknowledge addenda may result in
bid disqualification. The addendum acknowledgement should be submitted with the bid to
expedite document processing.

401.4.3 — Increase of Reclaimed Asphalt Pavement (RAP) in Asphalt
Concrete Mixes: This Special Provision has been written to address the use of
increased amounts of reclaimed asphalt pavermnent (RAP) used within mixes
produced for projects in the WVDOH construction program.

The increased use of RAP can become an effective measure to help reduce
overall construction costs and ultimately allow the WVDOH to treat more
mileage within the established annual budgets. This will also allow the WVDOH
to accomplish savings while at the same time, doing so in an environmentally
responsible manner. However, it is important that any steps taken to use
increased amounts of RAP be performed in a manner that will also not be
detrimental to the quality of the asphalt concrete mixes produced.

The WVDOH will allow the increased use of RAP in Marshall Base 1 and
Base 2, and Superpave 19 mm, 25 mm, and 37.5 mm mixes up to 25%. Initially,
all mix designs shall be submitted in accordance to MP 401.02.24, with the
exception that Section 5.0, Line 5.4 pertaining to RAP contents between 16% and
25% will be waived.
